
Accuracy: The condition or quality of being true.

In mathematics, accuracy is the degree of
correctness of a quantity.

Precision: Telling the same story over and over.
Exactness.













Example 2: The data tables below show measurements that
were taken using three different scales. The same standard

100 gram weight was placed on each scale and measured

4 different times by the same reader using the the same
method each time.



Determine the average weight produced by each scale.

Use this average as the actual weight of the 100g mass
determined by each scale. Write down the results for each

scale used.

Which scale was the most precise? Explain how you know.

Which scale was the least precise? Explain how you know.

Which scale was the most accurate if we consider the true

value of the weight to be 100 grams? Explain your answer.
